What the 
pastor n ee~• is intelli gent co-operation in his 
particular fi eld on the part of those who are 
ucarest to him . rn.at he want s i s a free 
chan ce to preach Jesus Christ to a generation 
that is likely to forget him. There is no ,per­
ma n ent r eform, nor can th ere be, that is not 
base~ on Jes us Chri st as a personal Savior. 
The kingdom of heaven rnu•t be in you before 
it can be among yo u. Newspaper revivals 
lasting a rcw days and then passing on will 
not save America. Only the constant hammer­
ing or the men who must hammer every day 
In the same place can save it. What church 
today that Is looking for a pastor does not im­
ply, parentb ptica lly, It may be, that he must 
be a man with forceps to draw the gold teeth 
of the membership for some larger budget of 
special enterprise? And why ? Is It not be­
cause or the unwillingness of the church to 
meet In a bu•loess llke way and with a ready 
response her In creased obligations? 

What is great to ' you Is nothing to God. 
What Is Impossi ble ror you God can put right 
by a very trifling exercise of His power. You 
have been worrying greatly over certain mat­
ters, but God could deal as easily with all 
your affairs put together as you could with a 
little pebble. And God cares ror you and your 
little life, just as If there was nothing else in 
Hie almighty keeping-as if you were the only 
person that existed-as if all the resources or 
.fl• being were concentrated on your little life.

Each state in tlw Union 
has n large institution in which are mnnv 
peoph; whose minds w~rc once properly 
organized, but somethmg went w·rong, 
ther:e ":ns n psychological mixup, di sor­
gamznt wn took place, and now they must 
be cared fpr by those whose minds are 
stiU Ol'fjanized. . 

H oliness itse.lf is but order restored to 
a soul once !yin~ in the chaos of sin and 
disrupt ion. It IS hnrmony in erery fnc­
ult.y- the will , the conscience, the· affec­
tions-all in· complete unity and accord, 
responding to cvt:ry whisper of the Syirit 
in all the details .of life.

You ca n not take the 
dinwnsi ons of a parable, mcasun• its 
length and breadth ; nor can you analyze 
it. like you would an a(· id , by st• pnrating it 
into its cons! ituent ell'ment s : 11s well hope 
to find tlw tune by dissecting the Yiolin. 
The lesstm is not in the story. but in the 
sul!gestion ; not in the transactions, but 
is to be found by foll owin~ that suggest­
ed pamllelism, or coi ncidental l'l'Sl'm­
blnnee that is n pnrt of the definiti on of a 
parnble. 

Our Sar ior's audiences 1·nried. At nne 
time it 1\'as the disciples only, at. nnother 
time a few individuals ; but more often 
thnt mixe{\ assemblage ca lled, in Bible 
phrnse, the multitude. He knew their 
limited capacity for comprehending dPep 
spiritual truths, and with consummate 
skill taught by indirec.tion. He chose, or 
rather inYentcd, a scene, or line of 
conduct, thnt was familiar nnd which, ac­
cord ing to natural laws, produced n re­
sult , or effect, which wns, in oi1e rPspect 
at least, simihtr t.o the conclusion or con­
viction or resolve that He wished to fix 
in their minds. In th!l form of a story 
he built n spec ies of framework about the 
truth hl>fore Him. Let us rega rd tlie 
story ns t.lte body of the parable nne! the 
ll•sson as the soul of it; or view t.lre story 
as the scaffolding used in constructing 
the building but which must come down 
nnd len ve .the building unencumbered. 
Our Lord used these stories that were 
purely fnnciful. Is it not plain from that 
,·er·.v fnct, t.hnt he hnd in mind somethin"' 
n part. from the incidents nnd of dPepe7-
rmport thun the -story itself! Put nsidl' 
the story-forget it if you cnn-und lay 
hold ou the imporhUlt t ruth. 

How is this truth to be apprehended~ 
Mninly by common sense and honesty. 
Study the parable with an honest purpose 
t.o discover the main truth, not to try to 
sec what you can make it menn ; but see 
what it does mean, not' try to make it con­
form to your preconceived opinion, or to 
the uses you have made of it; but study 
the context, see what class of people 
Cltrist 1vns talking to, and wh11t about, 
nnu what brought out the parable. Scrup­
nlously avoid this straining 11fter many 
~essons-t!utlcing every incident, or 11hiiSI! 
111 the story meon something spintual. 
Jesus explamed a few of the parables­
notably that of the Tares and· that of the 
~ow_ers-and these teachers of multiplic­
Ity of lessons will find no comfort in eith­
er e~lanation. . They should be careful 
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thnt. thev arc not IIS!'d of • · tl~t• l' ll!'lll \' .. lo

"Tlw words I s toeak .unto yon, lhry are 
spirit, und !.hey are life." John 6:63. 

1'he words that I s1oeak unto )'flU- Th ere 
is intrins ica lly. inh erently , a supernatural. 
divine ene rgy in the words or Chri •t. Truly 
"never man spake like this man." This 
wondrous divine power is presented to us 
here under two a spects; fir st: 

As splrli·Rrouslng Joower-"H is llw spirit 
t ha t qui c keneth ." J\lan lull ed iuto a death 
of ind in·ercnee. lethargy and supineness by 
sin <"an only lu• aroused by th r. tt uickeni ng­
power of God's !;pirit. ~o t thr eloquence 
or caru es tncss or sc ripturaln css of our 
preaching, hut onl y as th ese are energ ized 
and used loy the iol essed il o ly Sp irit are 
men awakened from th e stupor of s in and 
brought to serious cons id eration of th eir 
dange r and th eir d,uty. The ol d fash ioned 
doctrin e of conviction should never become 
obso lete. It is emin ently scriptural. H not 
' 'very full of comfort," it is certa inl y very 
full or pow er and effi ciency in evangeli stic 
work . Men ne1·er move toward God until 
moved upon, and this being "moved upon ," 
is th e quickening or convincin g work of 
th e Spirit of God. With this quick ening 
work accomplished there comes naturally 
n ext: 

'Fhe Jlfe.glvlng energy of floe Spirit­
The Spirit kills tbat He may make alive­
buries that- 1-fe may resurrect. Regenera­
tion is t·he divin e implantation of life by 
th e Spirit to be follow ed scripturally by 
saoctiftcation which is the Spirit's personal 
occupation of His c leansed tem pl e. of life 
and light. This is th e com pl eted !.ole con­
fe rred by the Holy Ghost in the gr"" ' · .rk 
of redemption. Note the retirement to the 
strictest subordination, almost to silence, 
of the mediation of human ln•trumenl, nnd 
how the divin e is stressed and pushed to 
th e front. Hioman means are impli ed of 
course. Yet "it is not by might nor by 
pow er but by ·my Spirit saith the Lord." 

SPJHITUAL LIGHTS

To write a brief, general article on the 
twelve lessons we have been over is a diffi­
c ult thing. It would be II we embrace in 
it a il the studi es concerning .Jesus, His 
spirit, word• and work, and then the spirit 
and bearing of men toward Him because of 
His teaching. As touchin g the character 
and life of J esus I find nothing so beautiful 
and expressive as the seventy-second Psalm. 
. Studying the spirit, words and work of 
the l..ord Jesus for the benefit of th e world, 
and their infiuence to the present lime, !rom 
the standpoint of nearly two thousand 
years. what could be more beautiful and 
exactly descriptive of Jesus, and what He 
has sald and done than this Ps!flm? Read­
ing it in the light of a careful study of the 
Jes110ns of the quarter, we recognize the 
propbe•tc descriplioa or the spirit ~d mls· 
sion or the Son or God as worked and work­
log out today. 

But this Psalm was written nearly a thou­
sand years before the advent of the Prince of 
Ji!e. Studying Hls pe1110n, words and work 
alter nearly two thouaand yean, we are 
lost In wonder and admiration at the lui· 
Hllment of this brief po'etic and pro­
phetic biography of the character and Ji!e 
of "The Klng'a Son," Jeaus of N11zareth the 
Son of David.

I have somew hat this fee lin g respecting 

any who may hll\'C given an y attention to 
th ese lessons or th e quarter , and have found 
th em lac kin K in interest. if any of us st udy 
th ese lessons respecting Christ, Hi s spiri t. 
words and work , and do not find th em or 
supreme inteo·es t it. is because we do not 
kuow enough. 

Is this a ligh t thought ? We know a sav­
age might pick up 11 rare diamond in the 
rou gh and throw it aside as a cOmmon pc!J­
bl e. But do we think such a mental coraii­
ti on is well wh en th e savage mi ght ri se 
from his state of abjec t ignora nce int o c lear 
intellectual sun-light, and come to prop­
eo·i y eslima{e ali va lu es'! We know it would 
mean e ffort. s truggle of mind, th e op por­
tuniti es bein g afforded. 

Words then cannot express the int ens ity 
of our thought in seeking to make emphatic 
th e application of thi s to ali who may hav e 
considered the lessons or the quarter. in 
the teachings of J es us, their value to th e 
world and thei r influence upon ali who re­
ceive them into their heart and life. lr 
I do not appreciate them it is because I do 
not take them in to become a part of rny 
heart and life. I am not then able to es ti­
mate their worth. 

In that case no savage ever did a more 
ignorant and foolish thing in throwing a way 
diamonds, as if th ey- were pebble stones. 
But is it possible that any could have con­
side red thMe lessons and not have seen any 
more in them than the savage in the crude 
diamond ? 

If there is anything in these teachin gs of 
J esus, there ie everything. It is appalling 
the lack or thought that would lead any 
to pass them lightly and Idly by. But we 
find much of the thought of the quarter 
concentrated in th e Golden Text. "'The 
words that I speak unto you . they are spirit, 
and th ey are life." 

If we turn aside from this, where shall 
we go ? We are compell ed to say with the 
aposti e.·"To whom shall we go? Thou hast 
the words of eternal life." What would be 
th e result if ali studying th ese lessons 
should abandon their own position, their 
own t hought and words, and lake in their 
place the spirit, thought and words or Jesus 
revealed in this quart er? Of course all 
one thought and mind with Jesus. Then 
they would speak and act in their measure 
as did the Son uf God. Taking this posi­
tion, they would be fliicd with His Spirit, 
and be intelligent disciples . of the Lord 
Jesus. 

We could hardly measure the import of 
thiil to all students of these words. lt would 
mean the revolutionizing of our thought. 
character and life. It would be a comfort­
in'g thought that the many do thlA< But 
is it not to be teared that too many do this 
more In theory than as a pracicai fact? 
But If we received the words of Jesus Into 
o.ur heart, that would be our true attitude, 
ani! we· ~ould have nothing to do but to, 
walk bY· the same rule, and mind the same 
thing. . 

To so receive "the truth aa It In Jesus" 
would mean the death of the carnal mind, 
our selftah nature and unholy Jiving. It 
would mean the mind and lite of Jesus In­
telligently Implanted In ue. We could then 
from that point go on In the thouglil, mind 
and lite of Chrl~ and grow up Into Him our 
Jlvtnr Head In all thlnga. Thla Ia very 
simple. Why not? Tbla le what J eau& 
meant when He aald, "The worde that I 
apeak unto you, they are aplrlt, and they 
are life." 

l1 Iii · a aerloue thought, that we are ap­
proprlatlq the worda of the Lord Jeaua 

accordin g to th eir tru e int en t. or we arc not. 
Are we saying yes •u easy that th e words 
of .J esus do nut become spirit and life in 
us'! i f so do we wonder at the opposition 
which th e teachings of .Jes us J>rovok cd In 
the co ur•e of th e80 lessons? it was exactly 
along this line, and a t this crucial point. 

To receive the teachings of Jesus meant 
th e yieldin g np of their own thought. will 
and mind, and thus a cor respondln .:; change 
of heart and life which would J>ut them in 
full agreement with th e Son of Uod. Thi s 
could not be without a struggle. They re­
bell ed, and rejec ted th e word of life. Th is 
spiri t brought about the death of .John the 
Hapti st. In th e bitterness of th e spirit o f 
the Pharisees it c ulminated in th eir blas ­
pheming against the Holy Spirit, and cro•s-
ing th e dead line of hope. · 

We all say this is a fearful thing. Dut 
Is there any rea l middle ground in th e face 
of th e light ? Is it not one thing or the 
other with us? Can we compromise, accept­
ing the words of J esus in th eory, our heart 
not fully responding to the truth, and we 
not fail of the grace of God? 

His words can only be spirit a nd life to 
us when we take them in : when they pos­
sess our spirit to be our thoughts, words 
and life. Would not any conscious modifl­
cation or this principle, to give quarter to 
our selflsb heart, be criminal'! Do we not 
well to cons ider lest we be disciples of 
J es us in theory, and not in deed and in 
truth ?
