_If it is that important to the saving of physical
life, is it not equally |,m,Portant that we know our
instruments in the Spiritual sense as we endeavor
to rescue souls and save them to eternal life? There
IS no room for careless, sllPshod methods and pro-
cedures in the handling of the delicate destln?/ of
the soul. We must know our instruments, along
with the sane and sanctified ability to use them
at just the _r|_?ht moment. Along ‘with that, we
need the ability and wisdom to lay aside one in-
strument or the other and use the needed one,
rather than always trying to use the same one. It
further requires a constant study that we may use
on 5‘ the best and most effective techniques, for
we Tive in a_complex a?e with many spiritual prob-
lems requiring our help.

The Word is the spiritual X-ray machine that
can tell us what resides in the depths of our souls.
How foolish to rely on outward appearances only
when the Word would aid us in' revealing the
deep secrets of the heartl Learn to use the Word
effectively. At times it becomes a sharp knife,
“gumk, and powerful, and sharper than any two-
edged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder
of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow
and s a discerner of the thoughts and intents of
the heart” (Heb. 4:12). The Holy Spirit can cause
the power of the Word to penefrate to, the place
of deepest need. Beware, however, of wielding the
knl}‘el carelessly to the injury and destruction of
souls!

larges things close at hand and helps medical
science to _accurately determine the disease and
the need. This is a very essential instrument. We
should often_look through it to see our own needs,
close up, without any “false presuming on what
our condition ml%ht be. The Psalmist Prayed,
"Search me, O God, and know my heart; try ‘me
and know my thothts” (Ps. 139:23).  If we will
spend some time close to the Word, illuminated
by the light of the Holy Spirit, God will faith-
fully reveal our need to us.

However, we must not always sit at the micro-
scope, seelnﬁ only the need next to us, for there
are times when we need to use the telescope to see
the regions beyond, as well as those at our own
feet. We need the ability to change the instru-
ment from time to time, 'so that we may receive
a balanced view of the whole picture of the spir-
itual needs around us. Let us not be just micro-
scope-Christians, who see no farther than our own
little church or group, nor those who always use
only the,telescope and see only the needs of the
heathen in far-otf places. Use the right instrument
at the right time!

Medical science has numerous other instruments
which we cannot mention here. Suffice it to say
that they have instruments to close up wounds
to retair fractured limbs in proper position until
they knit, to draw away poisons, etc. We can use
the” instruments of kindness and love to soothe
broken hearts and to close their wounds; we can
render aid that will support those who falter and
have been broken by sin; we can invite them to
the fountain that Has been opened for all un-
cleanness, to pur%e_sm from blighted souls, as they
come to Jesus Christ.

Which instrument shall I use? Look to the needs
and ask and receive wisdom from the Holy Spirit
to use the instrument that is needed at the proper
time that “by all means” you might “save some.”

IN CONTRAST TO THE NAME BEULAH,
there, is the word Canaan. Whereas Beulah brings

to mind the blessings of a land where God is mar-

ried to His peoplé, Canaan stands for terrltor?{
appropriated from humbled inhabitants. Althoug
the word applied to the people called Canaanites
refers occasignally to, merchants or traffickers, the
Hebrew original Tetains the idea of its verbal root,
which means “to bow” or “to be low.” Hence, a
Canaanite was one whose name implied being
humbled. The less common meaning arose from
the fact that some of the dehased Canaanites were
known for their business transactions. _
According to the Mosaic record in Genesis, the
tribe of Canaanijtes descended from Ham, the son

of Noah. Divisive critics deny this statement be-

cause the inhabitants of Canaan spoke a Semitic
language. However, the storK of ‘the Tower of
Babel “does not |mp,IY that t _
guages followed family lines.. Therefore it is not
impossible that the Canaanites were related to
Ham by blood and to Shem hy Ianﬁuage. ‘When
the Canaanites entered the land, the Individual
tribe mingled with many other races and g%ave Its
name to & collection of"tribes bound toFe_her by
the Semitic language and the Baalite refigion.
Some think that the word Canaanite suggests that
the people lived in “low” country in contrast to

Con-
sequently the name Canaan hecame the S){mbo,l of
God’s humiliating judgment upon a sinful society.

Because of the ‘wickedness of the inhabitants,
Canaan was given as an inheritance to the peoFIe
of the true God. Actually, the _onIY claim of the
Canaanites to the land was the right of possession.
This they forfeited by desecrating it, To_ the He-
brews, Canaan was given as a homeland in which
to prepare for the coming of the Saviour of man-
kind. 'Where sin had deﬂrlved one people of the
land, gracedgave o another nation the assurance
of God’s redemptive promises sworn to Abraham.
[n this the word Canaan lost the idea of lowliness
except for the reminder that all of God’s blessings
are contingent on an attitude of humble submis-
sion to the law of God. ,

On the other hand, possession of the land of
Canaan involved the challenge to conquest. There
was implied a struggle for victory over the workers
of mgqfuny and the capture of all the bounties of
a fruitful land, for which one did well to contend.
In like manner, the Christian believer must press
on and conquer the goodly land of blessing by
utterly casting out the Canadnite in his life. Hénce
when“he has gained the victory, the sanctified soul
sings of a kindred experience’ “I'm over the Jor-
dan tide,” where | find, “'Tis good to live in Ca-
naan.” To all Blood-washed Delievers, he cries,
“Come over into Canaan land.”
