The Truest Evangelism
One of the classic studies of Christian perfection 

has a statement which we well may ponder: “The 
truest evangelism is to preach the full ideal for 
which power is offered in the present life. ‘The 
work of God does not prosper,’ said John Wesley, 
‘where perfect love is not preached.’ ”

An interesting type of this is found in the Old 
Testam ent account of God’s message to Israel 
through Moses. T he promise Moses proclaimed 
was, “I will bring you up out of the affliction of 
Egypt . . . unto a land flowing with milk and 
honey” (Exodus 8:17).

Deliverance from the bondage of Egypt was im­
portant. The yoke of slavery was a heavy load. Life 
which had been tolerably pleasant at first had be­
come boredom and joyless. Even the straw which 
made brickmaking reasonably bearable was taken 
away. T he treadmill of sin is a miserable life, and 
becomes progressively more miserable as the years 
go by.

So the first part of the promise was welcome in 
its own right. Any slate would be better than the 
service of the Pharaoh in Egypt. T he Passover 
and the Red Sea deliverance became a pivotal point 
in the faith of Israel. God became to His people 
“the Lord thy God, which brought thee out of the 
land of Egypt, from the house of bondage” (Deuter-

onomy 5:6). T he confession of faith before the 
altars of God was to recall that “the Lord brought 
us forth out of Egypt with a mighty hand, and w'ith 
an outstretched arm, and with great terribleness, 
and with signs, and with wonders” (Deuteronomy 
26:8) .

But the life in the wilderness w'as not the pur­
pose of the deliverance from Egypt. God brought 
His people out , in order that He might lead them 
into. T he wilderness at best was to be a transition. 
It was never intended as a perm anent abode.

In fact, after the first thrill of liberty had worn 
off, some of the people actually looked back at their 
Egyptian life with a kind of nostalgia. They said, 
“We remember the fish, which we did eat in Egypt 
freely: the cucumbers, and the melons, and the 
leeks, and the onions, and the garlick” (Numbers 
11:5). Of course there had been much about life 
in Egypt besides fish and melons; but this they 
overlooked.

It was not until the Jordan was safely passed 
and the land of Canaan possessed that the “tug” of 
Egypt was broken. It was not un til the people 
feasted on the milk and honey, the grapes of Esh- 
col, and “the old corn of the land” (Joshua 5:11), 
that they lost their appetite for “the leeks, and the 
onions, and the garlick” of the old life.

While not wishing to push an analogy too far, 
it may not be amiss to wonder how successful 
Moses’ “revival” in Egypt would have been had he 
contented himself with the preaching of the wil­
derness life. T he people who left Egypt were bound 
for a promised land, where they might enjoy 
abounding fruits.

So the truest evangelism does not stop with the 
m ournful struggles of the seventh chapter of 
Romans. It moves ahead quickly into the victories 
of the eighth chapter. T he truest evangelism does 
not linger in the third or the twelfth chapters of 
I Corinthians. It points to the “more excellent 
way” of chapter 13.

T he truest evangelism proclaims deliverance 
from the bondage of sin, and forgiveness, and a 
new life. But it also announces the joys of holy 
living, free of the entanglements of the world, vic­
torious in singleheartedness and u tter devotion to 
the will of God.

Few people really w'ant anything “half-and-half.” 
Most of us react against the lukewarm and insipid,

Hope 
for a better day and security until that 
day comes are found in Christ alone.

Light for every night and courage for 
every fight, comfort for every sorrow 
and assurance for each tomorrow are 
found in Christ. He is the Pilot in every 
storm, the Victor over evil in every form. 
He alone is our Hope. A calm rest comes 
to my heart when I remember that “he 
is able to keep that which I have commit­
ted unto him against that day” (II Timo­

He shall see the travail of his soul, and shall be 
satisfied (Isaiah 53:11).
T H E R E  IS a provocative quality in this state­
ment from the pen of the great prophet that fires 
the imagination, something so piquant that it 
instantly invites the reader to search for the deeper, 
the hidden significance that he knows must be 
there. O ut from it leaps ihe question, How can 
anyone, even Christ, of whom this is spoken, de­
rive any pleasure, much less satisfaction, in willing­
ly calling to mind the memory of an experience 
of such appalling pain of body and shame as 110 
other flesh has endured, such agony of spirit as 
only Divinity can know?

In general, only people given to morbid self- 
pity—people in a state of mind that is unwhole­
some—willingly and deliberately reach back into 
the past to lay hold of and relive the more u n ­
pleasant episodes of their lives. And to those who 
do, there can certainly be no pleasure or satisfac­
tion in the process; it can only bring a renewal of 
suffering and may cause m ental illness. In many 
cases it is, in fact, an indication of an already ex­
isting illness. Yet here in this scripture we learn 
that Christ—assuredly the one perfect Pattern of 
normalcy and wholeness, and One in whom there 
was never any ta in t of self-pity—is represented as 
doing exactly that, and from it deriving satisfaction.

Christ foreknew the suffering He would endure 
in going to the Cross, yet He went to it willingly 
and with predeterm ination. So it musi be that 
only certain considerations enable Him to derive 
satisfaction from a remembrance of that experi­
ence.

W hat is there on earth, we ask ourselves, that 
can recompense the Son of God for the b itter 
hatred and revilement heaped upon Him by wicked 
men until it would seem that hell could do no 
more? And these men He had purposely come 
to save! W hat is there in hum an living today that 
can bring Him great enough returns of gratifica­

tion to compensate Him for the lonely years of 
separation from the Father, the substitution of 
hovels and open hillsides for “ivory palaces,” the 
exchange of adoring angel hosts for the scoffing of 
ignorant and despicable men?

Is it possible that anything can be sufficient for 
this? Is it possible that in this muddled and sin­
ful world He can—even in our day—find some­
thing that amply rewards Him for all this? For 
the blows, the spiteful vulgarity of the persecutors, 
the plucking out of His beard, the thorns, and the 
nails?

And the true Christian answers, If there be, let 
us find and do that thing.

T he Scriptures tell us there is.
Have you ever seen parents recompensed for the 

sacrifices they have made to educate a child, sitting 
in their threadbare clothes, their toilworn hands 
tight-folded in their laps, as a brilliant son in all 
his graduating aura walks across the platform to 
lake a parchment roll into his hands? If you have, 
the glory in these parents’ faces told you that this 
moment was ample reward for all the problems 
involved, for the toil, worry, and deprivation they 
had known. T he achievement of their child was 
recompense sufficient, and all suffering was for­
gotten in this moment of achievement.

Many times the writer has let his eyes wander 
to the care lined face of a mother as her daughter, 
good and pule, looking much like a beautifully 
gowned angel, moved slowly down the cliurc.il aisle 
to meet a smiling groom. T hen  I have known 
that m other was receiving a reward for her nights 
of worry, for unappreciated hours of labor, for 
pleasures refused and sacrifices made. And if at 
all she remembered these things in such an hour 
it was w'ith gratitude that her investment was re­
turning sufficient dividends. And sometimes this 
knowledge has so overwhelmed this m inister’s 
emotions that he has had difficulty in reading the 
ceremony.
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Yes. there are compensations great enough for 
any sacrifice, even that of the Cross. And the one 
thing on earth satisfying to Christ is to see the 
results of that Cross effective in the lives of His 
people. He remembers the travail of His soul, and 
is pleased with the fru it of it, every time a sinner 
turns from the ways of destruction and enters into 
life. He rejoices in agony endured every time a 
Christian defeats tem ptation, purifies his soul, 
makes a sacrifice for the kingdom of God, stands 
true to convictions in the face of pressure, wit­

nesses to His saving power, and points the lost to 
heaven. T his every Christian should know, should 
think upon, should remember every moment of 
every day.

to encourage the Holy Scriptures
without note or comment and without purpose of profit to every man on earth 

in  whatever language he may require.”

SO READS a portion of the statement of purpose 
of the American Bible Society, an objective shared 
by 23 member groups which belong to the United 
Bible Societies, which was organized in 1946. So 
effective has been their combined ministry that 
each hour of the day more than 2,600 pieces of 
scripture are distributed throughout the globe.

T he American Bible Society, largest of the 
group, operates in 75 countries and territories on 
5 continents and the islands of the sea. Since its 
organization in 1816 the Society has distributed 
millions of Scriptures throughout the world and 
has been in the forefront of the translation pro­
gram. Of the 30 million copies of Scriptures dis­
tributed throughout the world last year, the 
American Bible Society accounted for 17 million.

There are four areas in which the Bible So­
ciety is specifically engaged:

1. Translation of tlie Scriptures into new lan- 
guages

2. Distribution of the Scriptures to all either 
free or at minimal cost

3. Production of Bibles, Testaments, and Scrip­
ture portions

4. Encouragement of Scripture use
More translators are engaged in Bible translation 

today than in any other period in history. One 
of the primary services of the American Bible So­
ciety’s Translations Departm ent is to provide as­
sistance and consultation to fellow translators in 
many parts of the world. Dr. Eugene Nida heads

this departm ent and has done a notable work in 
this all-im portant field. Translators arc mostly 
regular staff members of mission boards. Among 
Nazarene missionaries, Esther Carson Winans 
(P eru ), W illiam Sedat (G uatem ala), and Paul Or- 

jala (Haiti) have made significant contributions in 
this area of translation.

T he last official report listed 1,165 languages in 
which some part of the Bible has been published. 
T his num ber is increasing at the rale of about 
one per month. Translators are working in 80 
different languages in Latin America alone. It is 
estimated that 90 per cent of the world’s people 
have at least some part of the Bible in their native 
tongue. T he other 10 per cent represent about 
1,000 additional languages.

D istribution of Scriptures constitutes a tremen­
dous challenge, not only in countries abroad, but 
in the United States. In 1960, 13,543,898 copies 
of Scripture were distributed in the United States 
alone. This vast program is directed out of three 
regional offices in Los Angeles, Chicago, and New 
York, with branch service centers.

Besides regular Bibles, Testaments, and Gospels, 
special portions are printed and distributed. For 
example, nearly four million copies of the Christ­
mas story were distributed last year and nearly 
three m illion of the Resurrection story.

Of unique concern are the special population 
groups, such as the m igrant workers, 70 per cent 
of whom are Spanish-speaking: 185,000 volumes
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were provided for these people in one area alone.
A nother special group is the institutional popu­

lation—those in hospitals, homes for the aged, 
rescue missions, correctional centers, etc.

T he Society also works through the Y.M.C.A. 
and Y.W.C.A., and in colleges and universities 
reaches those who come to this country on the in­
ternational student exchange programs. Indeed, 
a chief concern is ilic struggle for the minds oE 
men among different ethnic and language groups 
in this country. One interesting area of contact 
is among men aboard the many foreign ships visit­
ing our ports. It is not unusual to distribute the 
Word in more than 120 languages other than Eng­
lish within the U nited States in a single year.

D istribution of free Scriptures among the na­
tion’s military personnel is a traditional service 
of the Society. A plan of furnishing Scriptures 
through regular army and navy supply depots has 
been completed. A rather unique ministry of the 
Bible Society is providing pulpit Bibles to newly 
organized churches. Over 1,000 such Bibles have 
been placed in Nazarene home mission churches.

I he Bible Society is alert to unusual problems 
and needs arising when countries close their trade 
doors to the Bible. W hen, in 1959, imports of 
Scriptures to Indonesia were banned, the Bible 
Society hurried 142,000 Bibles, 257,000 Testaments, 
and 62,700 portions in 21 languages to the be­
leaguered area before the embargo took effect. 
Similar stockpiling was done in Cuba.

Special distribution programs have been carried 
out in conjunction with other Bible societies in 
Latin  America, Europe, India, Korea, Japan, Egypt, 
and other areas, with amazing results.

T he Bible Society has also been carrying on a 
service to the b lind for over 126 years. Braille 
Bibles and T alking Book records have been pro­
duced in 42 languages and systems. T o  date 
849,385 embossed volumes (both Braille and 
Moon) and Talking Book records have been dis­
tributed to the blind around the world.

In  the area of production, 31,000,000 items were 
produced in 1960 ranging from full Bibles to the 
special Christmas and Easter portions. Cost prob­
lems are acute since expenses have risen 200 per 
cent in 25 years. For instance, the cost of a “mis­
sion package” consisting of 6 Bibles, 9 Testaments, 
and 85 portions, has increased from $3.15 to §9.18 
since 1935.

In the area of encouraging Scripture use, the 
Bible Society has explored many avenues, including 
radio, television, and films. Its special world-wide 
Bible reading program from Thanksgiving to 
Christmas, which has been promoted for seventeen 
years, has met with an enormous response. About 
thirteen million bookmarks listing these scriptures 
are distributed each year.

The churches of the United States contribute

AREN’T  people occasionally surprised by 
the sudden frenzied outbursts of a friend 
or relative at the wheel when faced with 
some insignificant but irritating traffic 
situation?

As a physician I do a great deal of driv­
ing in heavy traffic in New York City. I 
too am subject to petty annoyances of driv­
ing that make one irritable and unpleas­
ant. But I have found a means that works 
successfully for me. I keep the Bible be­
fore me on the wide dashboard of my car 
and thus can do some Bible reading be­
hind the wheel. Not while driving, of 
course. But I find it possible to assimilate 
a thought from the Bible while waiting for 
the traffic lights to go green, more par­
ticularly so when caught in a traffic jam. 
W hen horns and tempers erupt, I find it 
helpful to read the Bible, if only for a 
moment or two. At such moments I avoid 
unnecessary stress and actually substitute 
many informative and soothing moments. 
Naturally, I assume that not every one is 
temperamentally geared for this quick pick­
up reading. But I prescribe it. T he ad­
vantages are great and the investment is 
small for such instructive dividends in emo­
tional tranquility.— L e s t e r  L. C o l e m a n , 
M.D.; reprinted by permission of the 
American Bible Society Record.

about one million dollars a year to the American 
Bible Society.

No other sum raised nets our church greater re­
turns, particularly in our extensive foreign mission­
ary program, where the availability of the Scrip­
tures in the language of the people is of utmost 
importance.

OF ALL T H E  BOOKS the world has ever known, 
only one has incurred the hatred of mortal men. 
Many books have been disliked, but they had only 
to be let alone in order to pass out of existence 
and to be numbered with the past. But the Bible 
has had a persistent and murderous enemy ever 
on its trail, seeking to annihilate it, to wipe it 
from the face of the earth.

Have you ever stopped to think of the reason 
for such a feeling manifested toward the Bible? 
T he Bible has a supernatural enemy who has ex­
perienced its power in the person of Christ, and 
ever since, the devil has marshaled all his forces to 
rid the world of the Sword of the Spirit.

But there is perhaps another reason. T he Bible 
draws an appalling picture of man. It does not 
proclaim his career as one of progress, ever reach­
ing toward holy realms, but rather the reverse. It 
suggests his course as one of darkness rather than 
light, because his deeds are evil. T he Bible does 
not picture man as having come into adverse con­
ditions of life by no fault of his own, nor does it 
represent him as using all the powers of his being 
to overcome his situation; but the Bible says: “And 
God saw that the wickedness of man was great in 
the earth, and that every im agination of the 
thoughts of his heart was only evil continually” 
(Genesis 6:5).

W hen man looks upon that appalling scene, it 
is anything but encouraging and inviting. T o  rid 
the world of a portrait like that, the enemies of 
the Bible have kept up the fight.

But that is not the only reason the Bible re­
mains under constant attack. T he Bible is the 
only thing in this world that claims to exercise 
authority and dominion over man. T h at very 
claim is contrary to our disposition and our nature. 
We arc a democratic people and love to boast of 
liberty, of absolute freedom. God’s W ord is the 
only thing that comes to us and proposes to hold

us accountable and amenable for our every deed 
along the pathway of life.

T he disposition of the world is to break all 
bonds and to know no limitations, to yield to the 
appetites, the passions, and the lusts of our being. 
And could the enemies of the Bible get rid of it, 
the man of sin would be revealed and anarchy 
would reign trium phant over the splendid land 
in which we live, oven as it reigns over much of 
i lie earth today.

T he Bible does not consult m an nor does it 
advise with us as to how we would prefer to have 
it; but it speaks, indeed, as one with authority, not 
upon a plane or level with mankind, but super­
human, and issues its decrees and its edicts in the 
form of “T hou shalt” and “T hou slialt not.” Just 
as its commands are definite and sure, so are its 
wonderful promises. W hen passion has run its 
course, it is to the Bible that men turn  for that 
which is sure and certain. From its pages you and 
I have the assurance of the love and care of a 
Heavenly Father, if we will accept membership 
in His family. If you are not a child of God to­
day, won’t you study the pages of God’s Holy Word 
and cease to neglect so great a salvation as is 
offered therein?

is the photo gallery of men of faith in Old Testa­
m ent times, then it seems we could call Romans J(> 
the photo gallery of the faithful in Paul’s time, 
even though we may not know much about some 
of them.

Recently I went over, with Mother, the pictures 
in the family photo collection. T here were pic­
tures of aunts and uncles and cousins whom I had 
never seen, bu t that I did not know them did 
not mean the individuals were of no importance.

Paul’s photo gallery includes those who m eant 
something to the weary missionary. History has 
not told us why he especially named some of 
those who were to receive his greetings. W ho were 
they?

“Phebe our sister”—a deaconess? Was she Paul’s 
sister in the flesh? Paul said she was a servant of 
the church in Cenchrea; he intrusted her with his 
message, and said she was “a succourer of many.”

W e’ve heard before of Aquila and Priscilla, their 
help when Paul needed them, and their service to 
the Lord; but who was that m an called Epaenetus? 
Paul calls him  “wellbeloved . . . the firstfruits of 
Achaia unto  Christ.” Sounds as though the evan­
gelist appreciated the m an who made the first 
move toward Christ in that revival meeting. He 
d idn’t wait until the last night of the meeting, 
but came in early. Someone has to be the first 
seeker in a revival in order to make the “break” 
so others will follow. No wonder Paul sent special 
salutations to Epaenetus.

W hat Mary was this he mentioned? It was some­
one who was worthy of his appreciation, for she 
“bestowed much labour” on Paul and his com­
pany. I can picture the lady who did the washing 
and ironing and m ending to help the evangelists.

Andronicus and Jun ia must have been another 
couple who knew the Lord, for Paul said they 
were “of note among the apostles.” They knew 
Christ before he did, were fellow' prisoners, and 
kinsmen. Commentators tell us they were his 
cousins, as also was Herodion.

Farther down the list is one called Apelles. Note 
what Paul says of him. “Approved in Christ.” 
W hat a recommendation! No leaving him off the 
list to receive greetings, for he was tried and proved 
and trustworthy.

H ere’s the mention of Rufus. Who was he? 
Paul calls the mother of Rufus his m other too. She 
must have shown great kindness to Paul to deserve 
such notice. Rufus! Could he be the son of Simon 
the Cyrene, who bore the Saviour’s cross? Perhaps, 
for Mark 15:21 mentions that Simon was the father 
of Alexander and Rufus. We often think of the 
Book of Mark as having been written to the Roman 
gentiles, so perhaps this is the same individual. 
How interesting, then, to think of Rufus’ mother 
(of whom Paul speaks with such respectful affec­
tion) as being the wife of the man who bore the 
heavy Cross lor our Lord!

There are many more names mentioned in Paul’s 
photo gallery who served the Lord faithfully in

City of Destruction*

E yew itness accounts of the devastation  ivrought by 
Hurricane H attie on October 31, as told by  Edward W ym an and 
Prescott Beals, m issionaries to B ritish  Honduras

Report by Edward W ym an
sent out through Chetuman, Mexico:
IT  IS IMPOSSIBLE to describe the sights, the 
sounds, the stench of these scenes of desolation, 
destruction, anci destitution.

Most of the streets of Belize are impassable by 
car, though bulldozers have cleared some of the 
main ones. Roads out of the city are covered with 
water. Hundreds of trees are down, telephone and 
power lines down, communications destroyed; 
mud, muck, mire, and debris are everywhere.

Thousands of people in all kinds of dress, or 
lack of it, are roaming the streets aimlessly. People 
carry on their shoulders, their heads, in carts, or 
on bicycles, things they have salvaged from their 
former homes; or, sad to say, in some cases, things 
they have looted from demolished homes and 
stores.

Here is hum anity at its best and its worst: mis­
sions of mercy, concern for the safety of loved 
ones, hungry people seeking a bite to eat, hope­
less people with no shelter; and then the unscrupu­
lous who see in this terrible disaster only an op­
portunity to rob and steal.

All of our missionaries are safe, and as far as 
we know, our national pastors also, though we 
have not yet had any direct contact with Christo­
pher Joseph at Stann Creek. Stann Creek, on the 
coast, was totally demolished with the exception 
of three buildings. There was some damage done 
in El Cayo and Benque Viejo.

Both Nazarene churches and the mission house 
in Belize were damaged but are still standing. This 
is remarkable when you remember that the city 
was beaten by 150-mile winds, hour after hour, with

gusts every few minutes up to 200 miles an hour. 
Were the story fully told, I think the deciding 
factor would prove to be the prayer of faith of 
Brother Prescott Beals, praying for the many who 
had taken refuge in our buildings.

First Church and the mission headquarters are 
being used as relief centers.

In the whole desolate scene there is one heroic 
figure who has impressed us tremendously: Rev. 
Prescott Beals, the gentle, silver-haired, dim inutive 
giant of a man who is our mission field superin­
tendent. He stayed at his post of duty throughout 
the storm, praying, encouraging, cheering, bailing 
out water, while the house swayed in the terrific 
winds and appeared likely to topple with every 
new gust.

W hen the storm died down and the water 
abated, Brother Beals was not concerned with his 
own losses and needs, but waded through the m ud 
halfway to his knees, rain-soaked, seeking his mem­
bers, visiting the hospital—now a shambles, a bare 
shell of a hospital left; busy on missions of mercy, 
toiling beyond his physical strength; and at the 
same time not seeing anything special about it, 
very unconscious of his heroism; returning home, 
changing to dry clothing to avoid catching cokl, 
and quickly going out again to respond to the call 
of hum an need.

Officials report more than 150 people dead in 
the city of Belize, and unknown numbers miss­
ing. It is doubtful if Belize will ever arise again 
as a capital city.
In the first airm ail
out of the stricken city  comes also
this report from  Prescott Beals:
I HAVE NEVER SEEN anything like the devasta­
tion wrought by H urricane H attie. Authorities 
estimate that 95 per cent of the houses in Belize 
are down or damaged. More than one hundred
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people drowned or buried under debris of fallen 
houses. A vast num ber of people homeless. All 
shops and stores are so badly damaged that no 
food is available. Fortunately I had a few supplies 
on hand. I am keeping as many homeless people 
as possible. O ur First Church has been a nightly 
refuge for more than 350 victims of the storm.

A final check shows that no Nazarenes as far as 
we know have been killed, though many lost rela­
tives.

Many times during the night of the storm 1 
thought my house would go down. But our church 
stood and my home stood, though there was much 
damage due to roof tins being blown off, shutters 
torn loose, and windowpanes broken. Almost ev­
erything was soaked through—bedding, mattresses, 
etc.

On the lower floor, which has my office, the 
water was seven feet high and everything is a 
shambles, covered with mud and silt. Much dam ­
age was done to fences, garage gates, and other 
outside property. One-third of the church roof 
is gone, with much other damage. T he chapel 
was tipped on its side and badly damaged.

Hospitals are practically gone, including all 
medicines. Thousands are roaming the streets 
homeless and hungry, but medicines and food 
supplies are now coming through from the United 
States and other countries.

W ord came by boat from Crooked Tree saying 
that Miss W illox and the pastor and church there 
were safe. No lives lost in El Cayo or Benque 
Viejo, and all our churches are intact there. No 
direct word from Stann Creek, but in a round­
about way have heard that our pastor, Christopher 
Joseph, is alive, though many lives were lost in 
this coastal city which was hit by the eye of the 
storm and is 95 per cent flat.

God has protected the lives of our Nazarenes, 
though many are homeless.

A nd  be not conformed . . . be ye transformed 
(Romans 12:2).
A DJU STM EN T is one of the most frequently 
used words of the English language. It is on al­
most every lip, in almost every conversation. We 
are everywhere trying to make our adjustments. 
We make an effort to adjust to this, to that. Many 
ailments are said to root back into a lack of ad­
justment.

M aladjustment is the “bugaboo” of the day. 
Two people fail to adjust to their marriage re­
lationships and so a divorce. A person is unable 
to adjust to a given situation and suffers a nervous 
breakdown. One fails to adjust to a new job; an­
other is sought. We are unable to adjust to a new 
environment, a new community, a new church— 
so we move on.

T o  conform, to adjust, has come to be all the 
fashion. Hundreds of sermons are preached each 
year on how to conform. We hear: Relax, accept 
your present condition, bend to the inevitable, 
don’t fight with yourself, be content, make up your 
mind to accept your condition, learn peace of 
mind, don’t dwell on your problems, be a “positive 
thinker”—until such is now (so some think) our 
most effective and popular gospel. Thousands of 
professed Christians labor strenuously to conform. 
Many succeed—but fail as Christians. Hundreds 
of others labor so to conform that they are close 
to being worthless to God’s cause.

Paul says, “Be not conformed.” Quit trying to 
conform. You need not, you can’t, and be what 
you ought and must be! J. B. Phillips in his trans­
lation of Romans 12:2 says, “Don’t let the world 
around you squeeze you into its own mold.”*

T o  conform to the world’s mold is to be 
“squeezed,” to be made smaller, to be stunted, to 
be retarded. Too long we have thought that to be 
an old-fashioned Bible Christian one had to be 
narrowed down, to be strait-laced, to be put into

a “strait jacket.” It is, if you have not been trans­
formed!

T he way is narrow; the gate is strait, but it re­
stricts only one’s excess baggage. Did you ever hear 
of the man who had so much baggage in his car 
he did not have room for himself? This narrow- 
way and strait gate are restrictive only on those 
things which affect or eventually eliminate the 
essential. I t is not a restriction on growth, on de­
velopment, on expansion.

T he m ind grows best when the “squeeze” has 
been removed. The personality expands when sin’s 
pinch is gone. There is plenty of “leg room” for 
Christian activity; no “compacts” are built on 
God’s assembly lines. T here is plenty of “elbow” 
room for the Christian’s outreach. There is ample 
room to “stretch,” so one can be and is on the 
go for God!

A Christian is a “babe in Christ” but for a brief 
time. Thereafter he is big in mind, big in heart, 
big in attitude, and big in every way. He is big, 
bu t still growing. T here is no “squeeze” in the 
transformed life—only in the mold of the w7orld.

T o  be conformed, or “squeezed” into the world’s 
mold, is to be something you will not want to 
be, and must not be!

T hink  of the discomfort of that which restricts, 
w-hich pulls one out of a normal position! We can 
hardly imagine the suffering of the thousands of 
Chinese baby girls who for hundreds of years had 
their little feet bound doubled back and came to 
be known as “clubfooted.”

The world was and is now pagan, materialistic, 
and even atheistic. Its tastes are twisted, its music 
mangy, its living low. It can’t see far; it lives for 
the mad moment. If such molds your thinking, 
your living, you will not and cannot fit into the 
pattern of the best. T o  be “squeezed” into the 
mold of the world is to be a misfit for the finest.

T here are far too many people who have let the.

world mold their lives too much, and are “club­
footed Christians”— they walk slowly and pain­
fully. It is hard for them even to go across the 
street to pray with a neighbor, difficult to get to 
midweek prayer meeting. It is almost too much 
to expect them to be “every nighters” in the re­
vival.

T o  be shaped by the world’s mold is to be finally 
discarded.

Years ago we watched a man in a foundry shape 
the molds for soil pipe. If the mold had a flaw, 
the piece of soil pipe had to be discarded, thrown 
into the junk heap, the scrap heap. I t may seem 
that i t’s the old-fashioned, Bible Christian who is 
thrust aside, shoved back. But time often reverses 
the rule of the moment. Check the list of notables 
of the past, those who have made the greatest con­
tribution, not only to their day, bu t to ours. Re­
read Hebrews 11, that great hall of faith’s famous. 
They were men who were molded by God, men of 
rugged righteousness.

H ear Paul say again: “If a man therefore purge 
himself from these, he shall be a vessel unto 
honour, sanctified, and meet for the master’s use, 
and prepared unto  every good work” (II Timothy 
2:21).

Don’t conform—be transformed!

I he annual offering for the Bible 

Society, sponsored by the N.Y.P.S., will 
lx received on December 10. This is 
an opportunity to express our appre­
ciation for the outstanding work of the 
Bible Societies in providing Bibles for 
people throughout the world. The 
work of dedicated translators has 
brought the message of the Bible to 
people in more than 1,100 languages. 
Colporteurs have taken the Scriptures to 
people in remote tribes and lands. 
Refugees have been furnished with 
copies of the Bible printed sometimes 
in an emergency crash program be­
cause of a sudden need.

End of the Year 
Income Tax Deductions

Do you need a special church projcct, 
above your lithe, to provide an acidi- 
lional income tax deduction? T he ap­
proved missionary specials, for urgent 
building and property needs that it has 
not been possible to include within the 
regular field budgets, provide excellent 
opportunities for such contributions.

T he Board of General Superintendents 
approved two major building projects 
in overseas home mission fields last 
January. These were 510,000 for 
Copenhagen, Denmark, and $10,000 for 
Germany for either W uppertal or the 
Frankfurt Bible School. The special 
for Copenhagen has been accepted by

the Oregon Pacific District and the 
churches of this district have been send­
ing in their offerings for this purpose. 
We have been able to purchase a par­
sonage and a beautiful attached chapel 
in Copenhagen at far less cost than to 
buy land and build these structures. 
The generosity of the Oregon Pacific 
N’azarenes is making it possible for the 
purchase of this property to be con­
summated.

Some contributions have been received 
for the Frankfurt Bible School, which 
is housed in our church building in this 
city, but the major portion of this 
special has not yet been received. The 
ground floor of the Frankfurt church 
building is being completed and pro­
vides a new sanctuary for the Frankfurt 
congregation anil quarters for the Bible 
School, which was officially opened on 
October 10 with thirteen students. This 
is a wonderful beginning, and will be 
pictured in a special Home Missions 
supplement to the Herald of Holiness 
soon. Windows must be installed in 
the upper part of the building and the 
outside completed and material and 
labor bills paid. This is the day for 
revival in Germany and a consecrated 
and trained ministry will help to bring 
this about.

Scholarships of $250 each for students 
at Nazarene Bible Institute, the training 
school for our Negro ministry, were also 
approved this year and a number of

these have been received. The grad­
uates of this school are the hope of 
our work among the Negroes of the 
I'n itcd  States.

New Churches
District Superintendent Raymond YV. 

Hurn organized the Arlington East Park 
Church on October 22. The congrega­
tion is worshiping in a new building 
and Rev. Lee Eby has been appointed 
pastor. This is the second new church 
on the Abilene District since the General 
Assembly.

A new church was organized at Stow, 
Ohio, with twenty-five charter members 
on August 27 by District Superintendent 
C. D. Taylor. The congregation is now’ 
meeting in a store building, but has 
purchased five acres on which to build.
I here are two new churches on the 

Akron District this quadrennium.

Our second Greek church in Australia 
was organized on Tuesday, October 10, 
in Newtown, a suburb of Sydney. Rev. 
Dimitrios Moschides has been installed 
as pastor by District Superintendent 
A. A. E. Berg. Most of the fourteen 
charter members arc young people, spir­
itual and loyal to the church. Rev. 
C harles Garratt, who is on the staff of 
our Bible College, is fluent in Greek 
and has played an im portant part in 
helping towards the organization of this
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church. This is the fourth new church 
on the Australian District this quadren- 
nitim.

This press release said that 
Moore "becam e in toxicated  from  his 
own liquor supply,” and  “w hile a 
passenger last M arch on a ‘South 
Pacific A irline’ flight betw een Tahiti 
and  H onolulu,” he jeopardized the 
passengers and  crew , d isregarding 
in s truc tions to stop d rink ing .

W rite the above Congressm en re­
gard ing  th e ir proposed legislation. 
Also w rite  to the airlines. O ur letters 
w ill help the a ir lines to know  that 
we appreciate  alcohol-free flights. 
A ccording to C oncern  (O ctober 15, 
1961), C ivil A eronautics B oard C hair­
m an  A lan S. Boyd ind icated  recently 
th a t several of the m ajo r a irline 
executives w ould like to elim inate  
alcoholic beverages from  th e ir flights. 
Boyd also indicated  th a t he thought 
the a ir lines  should pay m ore a tten ­
tion to pu re  tran sp o rta tio n  and  less 
to  the “frills in the cab in .”

Just simple, down- 
to-earth but heaven-born items. But the 
man who pays no attention to them is 
shortsighted towards heaven.

Food. Spiritual food, that is. None 
other than the Bread sent down from
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heaven! None other than the Son of 
God!

Clothing. Spiritual clothing, that is. 
None other than the righteousness oC 
Cod. O ur so-called righteousness is as 
filthy rags in God’s sight. Concerning 
this kind of righteousness, Paul wrote: 
"1  count all things bu t loss for the ex­
cellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus 
ray Lord: for whom I have suffered the 
loss of all things, and do count them 
but dung, that I may win Christ, and 
be found in him. not having mine own 
righteousness, which is of the law. but 
that which is through the faith of Christ, 
the righteousness which is of God bv 
faith” (Philippians 3:8-9).

Shelter. Spiritual shelter, that is. None 
other than the person of Jesus Christ! 
W rote Isaiah, “A man shall be as an 
hiding place from the wind, and a 
covert from the tempest; as rivers of 
water in a dry place, as the shadow of 
a great rotk in a weary land” (32:2) .

L a Pa n n e , B e lg iu m  (MNS) —This re­
sort town had a new kind of attraction 
this past summer.

J. Edgar H oover Issues 
New W arning on C om m unism

In a statement which he prepared re­
cently for a senate group analyzing the 
Communist Party line, Mr. J. Edgar 
Hoover, chief of the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation, declared:

“Because communism thrives on tu r­
moil, the party is continuously attem pt­
ing to exploit all grievances—real or 
imagined—for its own tactical purposes. 
It is therefore inevitable that on many 
issues, the party line will conicide with 
the position of many non-Communists. 
I lie danger of indiscriminately alleging 

that someone is a Communist merely 
because his views on a particular issue 
happen to parallel the official party 
position is obvious.

“Unfortunately, there are those who 
make the very mistake the Communists 
are so careftd to avoid. These indi­
viduals concentrate on the negative 
rather than on the positive.

“They are merely against communism 
without being for any positive measures 
lo eliminate the social, political and

There is nothing in this about
It is a terrible tiling to resist I he Holy
